1.  the deletion of Section 241 of the Criminal Code of Canada 
and



2.  any legislation allowing the practice of euthanasia in Canada; and be it further

That the Justice Department, the Ministry of Heath and Welfare and th4 Canadian 

Medical Association be informed of our concerns; and be it further 
RESOLVED,
That the Provincial Councils of the Catholic Women’s League:



1.  urge the Provincial and Territorial Governments to prohibit legalizing or 


supporting euthanasia



2.  inform the Provincial Medical Association of our concerns



3.  call upon Parish Councils to set up meetings with their M.P.s and M.P.P.s to 


inform them of our concerns;
