A home provider offers accommodation to a 
housemate in exchange for an agreed level of help;  

 Ontario 211, award-winning telephone helpline (2-1-1) and website 
provide a gateway to community, social, non-clinical health and 

related government services;  
 Saint Elizabeth Homecare on their new joint initiative Journey Home 

Hospice, palliative and end-of-life care for the homeless;  

 Sistering – A Women’s Place, a woman’s shelter; and 
 The Society of St. Vincent de Paul.

that will be donated to local shelters for distribution to their clientele.
