Prayer Service with Litany of Faith Power Point
Instructions typed in italics.

Begin power point.

First slide starts with the word “Faith”.  There are four statements that appear with a click of the mouse.  Click to get the first statement.  Read the first statement, then click, read second statement and click, etc.

The second slide announces the opening hymn “Faith of Our Fathers”.
The third slide announces the title of the prayer service.  At this point instruct gathering to read the black text as it appears on each slide together.  The leader (Reader One / Reader Two) will then read the unbolded text in this script (found below).
The person working the power point clicks for the next screen once the reader (one or two) has finished the statements.  The person working the power point  will see where additional clicks have been added by the highlighted word click.  Be sure gathering has read the words before the next click.

Embodying our humanity, our physicality, embracing our growing edges and our strengths. Within the reality of our humanity, God shares with us the intimacy of God’s divinity.

the Word made flesh,

Reader Two

The word of truth, hope, joy becomes real to us, as tangible and as visible as our own flesh. Bearing skin and bone, the Word breathes life into our faltering spirit, newness of life into our souls. We believe in God who has come in Jesus, the Word made flesh.

to reconcile (click) and make new,

Reader One

The Word made flesh brings us together in Christian community, where each voice is heard, each story honoured. The Word transforms our minds, our hearts, our lives… We believe in God who has come in Jesus, to reconcile and make new.
