THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the members of the Ontario provincial Council of the Catholic Women’s League of Canada in 42nd Annual Convention assembled, request that the Ministers of Communication and Social Services review the whole issue of some minor’s refusal to accept treatment and that legislation be enacted empowering service providers to detain chronic runaways to ensure appropriate treatment and care.
