DEFINITION OF “HUMAN BEING” IN SECTION 206 OF THE 



CRIMINALCODE TO BE REVISED TO INCLUDE THE UNBORN

WHEREAS there is mounting evidence in the fields of medicine, biology, science, genetics and fetology which proves overwhelmingly the humanity of the unborn; and

WHEREAS the unborn are in the paradoxical position of having the right to property but not the right to life, which is the first of all rights; 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the members of the Ontario Provincial Council in 42nd Annual Convention assembled request the Federal Government, through the Catholic Women’s League of Canada to redefine as soon as possible “human being” in Section 206 of the Criminal Code to include the unborn in light of the advancement of medical, scientific, biological and genetic data which firmly establishes the humanity of the unborn; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be forwarded to the National Council for consideration at the 1989 convention.
