There is minimal programming to assist people who have a mental handicap to 


understand the liturgy, the sacraments or the various social aspects and groups in 


a parish,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we, the members of the Ontario Provincial Council of the 

Catholic Women’s League of Canada, in the 44th Annual Convention assembled, 


each Archdiocesan/Diocesan Council to urge the Ordinary of its diocese to 


encourage pastors and laity to initiate and become actively involved in, those 


programmes which will promote the integration of persons who have a mental 


handicap into the spiritual and social life of our parishes, and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that we request all Catholic Women’s League Councils to 


educate their members and the parish community on the most effective means of 


reaching out to the mentally handicapped members and ministering to their 


special needs and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be forwarded to the National Council of the 


Catholic Women’s League of Canada for consideration at the Annual Convention 


in August 1991.
