The courts of Ontario and Canada have reinforced the rights of the
Catholic school system with a number of judgements over the years
which have reaffirmed the rights of Catholic school boards.

The Ontario Catholic education system is an equitable and inclusive
system where all students, parents and members of other faith
communities are welcomed and respected; where every student is
supported and inspired to succeed in a culture of high expectations
for learning; and where all staff and students value diversity and
demonstrate respect for others and a commitment to establishing a
just, caring society.

In Catholic schools, religious education programs and courses are
included in the curriculum, integrating religious truths and values with
everyday life to fulfill their God-given potential in all aspects of their
person: physically, academically, socially, morally and spiritually.
Ontario's 29 English Catholic school boards has over 575,000 students
in 1,135 Catholic elementary schools and 219 Catholic secondary
schools

Ontario’s eight French-language Catholic school boards celebrated
their 25th anniversary in 2023. The board has over 10,000 students in
23 elementary schools and seven high schools.

As a registered Catholic school supporter, you have the opportunity
to elect trustees who will represent you and address your concerns at
the school board level and at various levels of government.
Registering your support ensures that the Catholic school board's
assessment roll is accurate, providing a public record of the breadth
of support for Catholic schools, and determining the number of
trustees to be elected to each board to represent the interests of
parents and other ratepayers.
